What’s New?

From September 2026, new government changes
mean many more families will be eligible for free
school meals. Previously, eligibility was limited to
households earning under £7,400, but this income
threshold has now been removed.

This means that all children in families receiving
Universal Credit will qualify for free school meals,

regardless of household income.
Who is eligible?

* Reception - Year 2
Still FREE for all children

Year 3 and above (NEW)
Free meals if your family receives Universal
Credit

Extra support available
Targeted help for lower-income households
continues
